Over $27,000,000 is being invested to secure that the new facilities are state-of-the-art and equal to the quality of the established Legacy campuses in Maricopa, Casa Grande, and Queen Creek.

Legacy Traditional Schools currently educates 2,300 students enrolled at three campuses. It is one of the largest charter school districts in Arizona and will double size in the next year. 

“Both teacher and student retention are unprecedented and in the 90 percentile range,” Hale said. “We can anticipate an increase in the number of students attending charter schools across the state as public school districts have to dismiss teachers and increase class sizes to accommodate for the loss of staff.”
